The reason it was unusual this year
was that the first wedding | took part in was as a drummer not as a
Priest. It was a real pleasure to play in the band for the wedding of
Kiaiya Broomhead and Josh Shemwell as they married at All Saints
Church, Ashover. Kiaiya being the daughter of Revd Mark
Broomhead, my former bandmate from rock band Fire Fly for some
twelve years or so. | played in the ‘wedding band’ alongside the
former singer and keyboard player from Fire Fly, as well as a couple
of others. Mark was without his bass guitar though as he was,
quite rightly, giving away his daughter!

It was a wonderful wedding, although it felt quite strange for me to
be a ‘punter’ and not officiating at the service. Immediately after I'd
finished playing for Kiaiya’s wedding | had to drive straight back to
St John’s in order to officiate at a wedding | was taking, followed
by returning to the reception of the first wedding. It was a lovely, if
very full, day and gave me a lot to reflect on.

There are several moments during the marriage service that | love.
One of the most wonderful moments is during the vows. | vividly
remember saying my vows to my wife Clare on our wedding day,
nearly 20 years ago, and there is something really special about
leading a couple through these words, watching them both make
vows which contain deep promises of love and commitment.

There is another challenging part of the service which | believe is
really important for everyone, married or not. This comes during the
Preface:

‘Marriage is a gift of God in creation through which husband and
wife may know the grace of God. It is given that as man and woman
grow together in love and trust, they shall be united with one
another in heart, body and mind, as Christ is united with his bride,
the Church.’



The final phrase of this paragraph, ‘as Christ is united with his bride
the Church’, gets to me every time. It is a wonderful metaphor for
the relationship between Christians and Christ. We are called not
only to follow Jesus, but to be in relationship with him. However, if
we as Church are to be as intimately connected to Jesus as
marriage partners, we are presented with a very real challenge. Are
we, as a Church, really that united with Christ?

If our understanding of our relationship with God is based on a
view of God as distant, awesome, untouchable even, how can we
truly be the ‘bride of Christ’? How can we be intimately connected
to a distant God? Of course there are elements of God which will
always be beyond our reach as mere human beings, but the
revelation of God in Jesus Christ offers us an up close and
personal understanding of who God is and how we can relate to
nim. We are to give ourseives fully to our relationship with Jesus
Christ, to be devoted to him, faithful to him and united with him in
our purposes and plans.

The key to any relationship is of course time. Devoting time to
someone is how we get to know them. If we are to be in a healthy
relationship with God, through Jesus Christ, we need to spend time
in prayer, time reading the scriptures, time inviting the Holy Spirit to
guide us; time essentially getting to know Jesus. So as | reflect on
how we as Church might be a more worthy bride, | pray that we
might all grow closer to God through our ongoing relationship with
Jesus Christ.

INDIA JOURNAL

In March this year we took our second ‘special’ holiday. Following our trip to
China in 2017, this year we decided to embark on a tour of India. We used the
same holiday company, Titan Tours, and booked their ‘Splendours of India’
tour. This is the journal of our holiday.

Day 1: We were picked up from home at 11:00am for our journey down to
Heathrow Airport and at 6:15pm we were in the air onboard a Jet Airways
Boeing 777.

Day 2: We arrived at Delhi Airport next morning after a 10 hour flight,
extended due to the closure of Pakistan air space after the recent problems
between India and Pakistan over the Kashmir region.

Our touring group was made up of 25 fellow travellers along with Susan, our
Tour Manager and Sanjay our Indian Tour Guide (although he lives in Coventry
for part of the year).

Once we were on our coach we got our first impressions of Indian traffic. We
slowly made our way along narrow streets with cars, buses, auto rickshaws
(tuk tuks) and motor bikes all fighting for the same limited space and a
background noise of traffic horns adding to the chaos. To add to the confusion
cows were roaming about, being sacred in India. Large kites flew overhead
whilst on the ground chipmonks were everywhere.

On the way to our hotel we made our first sightseeing visit to the Qutab
complex which included the Qutab Minar, a five storied 240 foot minaret built
of red sandstone and marble, started in 1193. We admired the diamond
patterned design of the tower. On the same site was the Quwwat-ul-Islam
mosque, again started in 1193 and built using remains of earlier Hindu
temples.

After our visit we made our way to our first hotel, Le Meridien. Later that
afternoon we ventured out, planning to walk down to the Rajpath. No sooner
had we stepped outside the hotel we were jumped on by locals wanting us to
visit their bazaar or tuk tuk drivers wanting to drive us somewhere for a few
rupees. After turning many rides down we reached the Rajpath, the tree-lined
wide processional avenue built by the British in 1911 joining India Gate to the
parliament buildings.



Many Indian families were enjoying the afternoon sun, picnicking and playing
on the lawns at the side of the road. After our walk we returned to the hotel
for our evening meal.

Day 3: Today started with a visit to Old Delhi and the Jami Masjid mosque. On
the way our coach squeezed down narrow, busy streets, tuk tuks flitting
around us, undertaking, overtaking and using bumpers to push through —
standard practice in India as is not giving way when approaching a
roundabout! On either side of the street, electricity cables tangled like
spaghetti provided power to all kinds of small shops, butchers, fruit and veg,
some selling car parts etc. At the mosque we had to take our shoes off and
wear foot covers. Julie had to put on a long orange gown. Inside the huge
courtyard, big enough to accommodate 20,000 people at prayer time, there
was a large pool used to wash the faithful before prayer. The mosque was
built by Emperor Shah Jahan in 1656 and is the largest in India.

After the hustle and bustle of the mosque it was onto the quiet calm space of
the Raj Ghat, the site of Mahatma Gandhi’s cremation. At the centre of the
gardens is a black granite memorial topped with flower garlands and an
eternal flame. On the monument is inscribed Gandhi’s last words — Hey Ram —
Oh God.

Next Humayan’s tomb — commissioned by his wife in 1565 and inspiration for
later monuments, including the Taj Mahal. Surrounded by gardens it is topped
by a white marble dome and contains the tomb of the second Mughal
emperor and his wives. After lunch at a local restaurant we returned to New
Delhi, up wide tree lined avenues with bungalows on either side. These
bungalows were built by the British in the 1920’s and 30’s to house
government officials and continue to be inhabited by Indian ministers and civil
servants. Our coach stopped for a short time at India Gate, built to
commemorate the British and Indian soldiers killed in World War 1, on a
Sunday afternoon it was extremely busy.

Later Julie and | walked a different route from our hotel to the parliament
buildings at the end of Rajpath with less tuk tuk drivers to pester us. Walking
up Raisina Hill we could see the imposing layout of Edwin Landseer Lutyens
design and the buildings of Herbert Baker that now house the Prime
Minister’s office, Defence Ministry, Central Hall and other ministries.



Outside were four sandstone columns topped with ships, the ‘dominion
columns’ given by Canada, New Zealand, Australia and South Africa.

At the top of the hill, Rashtrapati Bhavan stood before us, built for the Viceroy
of India, now the official residence of the President of India.

Day 4: We were taken to Delhi airport for our 1 % hour internal flight to
Udaipur. It was noisy on the plane, lots of locals and we also learnt that
Indians do not know how to queue. Our drive from the airport gave us our
first glimpse of rural India. Cows wandered freely on the road, by the road and
in the roadworks. Stray dogs and puppies also added to the mayhem, all of
the Heinz 57 variety. We passed lorries piled high with goods, cars packed
with people, cycles, motorbikes with Indian women in saris riding side saddle
on the back. We drove past many marble and granite showrooms and
factories as well as lorries transporting large sheets of marble. Although many
of the vehicles appeared old, all the lorries were individually decorated with
elaborate floral designs and calligraphy and had lucky charms hanging from
them.

Our hotel for the next two nights was in a rural location, a short walk from a
small village. We overlooked a large hill at the top of which was the Monsoon
Palace built in 1884 by Maharana Sajjan Singh. At night it was floodlit.

Day 5: The next morning, after a short drive, on which we saw a working
elephant, we reached Udaipur. Although in the Rajasthan Desert Udaipur is
also known as the City of Lakes. We visited the City Palace on the bank of Lake
Pichola. It was started in 1553 and is now a museum, it is also a wedding
venue, its staff were still clearing up after a recent one as we made our way
through narrow corridors and up and down many steps to various rooms,
some decorated with mirrors, others with silver items on display, and many
with views over the lake. Out of one window we looked down into a courtyard
where elephant fights took place in years past, the elephants being separated
by a low wall, on the wall a picture of one such fight taking place in the
1950’s. Out of another window we viewed the Lake Palace, built between
1743 and 1746 from white and black marble and one of the locations for the
1983 James Bond film ‘Octopussy’.

After a short boat ride on Lake Pichola we landed on Jagmandir Island Palace.
Now a hotel, it has gardens and many sculptured elephants.



After returning to the mainland we visited the Jagdish Temple. After climbing
steep steps to the Hindu temple each of us had a red dot or bindi put on our
forehead. We were shown around the temple, highly sculptured white marble
with carved elephants and figures. It did seem out of context when the holy
man in the temple took a call on his mobile phone!

In the evening six of our party had booked to go on an Indian cookery
demonstration. Our coach took us part of the way then we transferred to two
Tuk Tuks to take us through the winding narrow streets of Udaipur. We were
whizzed around corners, dodging various obstacles such as bikes, people,
cows etc. At one point as we approached a narrow gateway on a bridge there
was a cow on one side and two cows locking horns on the other side with
another tuk tuk approaching — close eyes moment!

We arrived at the Shashi cooking class and were shown up to her kitchen
area. Shashi greeted us by putting a red bindi on our forehead and bracelets
around our wrists. She showed us how to make Masala Tea or Chai and whilst
we drank it she gave us her life story. Widowed at 32 with two young children
and no income she taught herself English and started giving cookery lessons
to tourists. Those of you that saw the Real Marigold Hotel on BBC TV will
remember her from the episode where she gave lessons to Syd Little and lan
Tough of the Krankies. Shashi showed us how to make mango chutney,
coriander chutney, potato and onion pakoras and after eating them we
moved onto the next course. We were all invited to help and encouraged to
make notes on our recipe sheets. During the rest of the evening we made
‘magic sauce’ which was an ingredient in her curries, chickpea curry, paneer
butter masala, vegetable pulao and vegetable and tomato masala. We also
made naan with cheese and tomato, chapattis and sweet paratha. After
eating our fill we returned to our tuk tuks for the journey back to our hotel. It
was now dark and once out of Udaipur we realised the tuk tuks did not have
headlights and there was no street lighting!

CHURCHYARD BIRDS

On Saturday 18th May | went to examine the bird boxes in the
churchyard along with my friend Peter and a trainee bird ringer.

At first we were quite disappointed because nests had been
abandoned. There were two nuthatch nests, able to be
recognised as this bird just has a bed of leaves at the base of
the box. Two boxes had their lid off and were unused, one had
the beginnings of a great tit nest which had been abandoned
but the final box was being used. However there were only two
chicks in this nest but they were nuthatches. Their parents must
have put in a lot of effort to make sure their chicks would be
safe. Not only had they done what all nuthatches do — reduced
the size of the hole by sticking mud around it — this hardens to
makes the hole smaller and less attractive to predators — but
also they had made
| sure that the lid of
| the box was secure
and put a layer of
mud between the
box lid and sides
and so glued them
together so the lid
had to be wrenched
" off. Inside the box

b were two young
birds.

You can see this one has a wide yellow area around the beak.
This is the outside of its gape. It has a yellow mouth and throat
too so the parents are in no doubt as to where to put the food
they bring in.



They were also quite developed as they were ‘in pin’. This
means that the birds are beginning to lose the down they were
born with and are starting to grow proper feathers. These first
appear as long white sheaths .These are covered in a waxy
substance which as it wears off reveals the bird’s first set of
feathers beneath It.

The nuthatches were ringed and then we left, sorry there had
only been two birds needing our attention but glad they were
nuthatches which are a less common species than great tits.

THE WALKING GROUP

We started our walk from the cenotaph in Bolsover under cloudy
skies and strolled down a steep road, following our leaders, Steve
and Julie, to turn onto a track bordered by a wild flower meadow on
the right and wonderful views around us. Behind us stood Bolsover
Castle and before us, in the distance we saw a cricket ground and
pavilion and on the far right hand side, a wind turbine easily moving
in the wind. Further on we were treated to an aerial display by
racing pigeons, wheeling and dipping in the air, their wings seeming
to shine silver in the sunlight. We arrived at the Model Village,
where most of the houses were overshadowed by huge, mature
trees and a number of children were playing on the green.

We continued towards Carr Vale Flash and inspected the sculpture,
created by Andrew McKeown in the year 2000. Entitled “Breaking
the Mould”, this is the first of 21 sculptures to be found around the
country. The work shows a mould, broken in pieces and a large,
round seed which has broken out from it. This is a message of
hope that from the old, industrial works of the past, new beginnings
will appear.

Our path brought us to peaceful, tranquil ponds edged by yellow
iris, where a heron was spotted standing below the bulrushes. A
further three herons were seen nearby. We turned left over the
Millenium Bridge, (the letter M prominently displayed on both sides)
to reach the Stockley Trail.

The Stockley Trail was once a railway line used mainly between
collieries and sometimes taking passengers from Chesterfield to
Mansfield. The Trail and the adjoining nature reserves are on a
main migration route and large numbers of birds call in there to
feed, during the winter months.

We walked up the hill to Palterton and once again admired the
spectacular views before travelling over fields towards the main
road. We ended the walk by walking through the churchyard and
through the town centre to the car park.

Our 5 mile walk on Sunday 7th July will be led by Trish Law from
the Peak Village. New members are welcome to join us. We will
be meeting at the church gates at 4pm with our packed lunches.

GARDENERS DELIGHT

“Life began in a garden”

| am not a ‘proper’ gardener. | describe myself as an ‘instant’
gardener, having no greenhouse and not wanting to plant seeds
and nurture delicate plants. | take advantage of the market stalls
and the local garden centre to create an immediate, colourful
display. Amongst our readers, | am wondering if there is an
inspiring ‘Monty Don’ who would be able to write a paragraph now
and again about a “year in the garden” or even someone who visits
various gardens in the summer months who would be willing to
share their insights and descriptions of a particular spectacle.

In the meantime here is a report about a local Flower Festival held
at Holy Trinity Church, Ashford in the Water that Evelyn visited in
June.

The theme was “Out & About in the Peak District” featuring 14
impressive displays.

Farming - this had yellow sunflowers, white flowers and greenery
with milk bottles, a pair of wellingtons, a cloth cap, a sheaf of wheat,
a sheepskin rug and a shepherd’s crook.

Climbing & Caving — the top of the font displayed the items and
flowers to represent climbing; the ropes and a hard hat. The caving
was at the base, with a dark entrance to the cave showing the soles
of a pair of boots disappearing into the depths. The purple and the
dark red flowers reflected the heather and the grey limestone of the
Peaks. This had a very dark feel to it.

Rambling — the Peak District is the birthplace of rambling following
the mass trespass on Kinder Scout in 1932. | thought this display
was particularly inspiring as it showed a large photo of Baslow Edge
and the designer, Sarah Winkworth-Smith had made a sweeping
gravel path which led up to and bilended into the photo, as if we
could climb right onto the top of Baslow Edge. Sheep were dotted
over and near to this path edged with purple and green foliage.




There were the usual trappings used by walkers, the walking poles,
maps, boots and a rucksack filled with dark red canna lilies.
Camping - this was a delightful show with a beautiful display of a
Derbyshire landscape along the windowsill, which included
saplings, bracken, white daisy-like flowers and greenery depicting
hedgerows. There was a miniature tent, sticks for a fire, a frying
pan holding 3 long pinecones and a signpost “Bakewell".

Horse Riding — local to Ashford is the Black Harry Trail which is
named after Black Harry the infamous highwayman who in the
eighteenth century robbed travellers crossing the lonely moors.
Arkwright’s Mill — was a notable display of red, orange and yellow
blooms on a rich, dark red, embossed cloth.

Stately Homes — was a magnificent show taking up the whole of the
altar area advertising Haddon Hall and Chatsworth House. There
were lots of pink carnations, roses, hydrangeas and gerberas.
Fishing, Cycling, Hot Air Ballooning and Hospitality were also
transformed by a range of colours and blossoms but | think my
favourite was Cricket believe it or not.

This was impressive in its simplicity. A bat was covered in cream
chrysanthemums with a red flower ball resting on green turf beside
it. There were two displays of beautiful green foliage and white
canna lilies standing to attention, a pavilion and a cream tea laid out
on a checked cloth. A reminder, during this cold, wet summer that
we do get lovely, sunny days sometimes!

There are many more Flower Festivals taking place in our area,
some not too far away and they are well worth a visit. See
www.derbyshirechurches.org for a list.

It's difficult then to imagine that in many
parts of Derbyshire, the question might not
be ‘What's for tea?' but ‘Is there anything

at all for tea?’ or even ‘I'll skip tea again

so that my children can eat’. It's hard to
believe that in the 21st century, here on our
own doorstep, people will go to bed hungry
tonight.

| was invited to speak recently at a
conference called ‘Feeding Derbyshire’.
Those present were a mixture of church
volunteers, representatives of community
groups, leaders of charities and members
of the County Council. The aim was simple.
To work towards a three year plan to do as
much as we can to ensure that no-one in our
county has to go without food.

| was proud to be able to say that it was
the churches who first noticed what was
happening in our local communities, and
who were the first to respond by setting
up food banks in the neediest areas of
our Diocese. We were well represented
at the conference with parish clergy, lay
representatives and our own Community
Action Officer, Stella Collishaw all
contributing.

Why, as Christians, should we take such a
special interest in ensuring that everyone

in our county is fed? Well, Jesus had a
special concern for the poor. And Jesus had
a special concern too for those who were
hungry. When thousands gathered to hear
him teach and preach and the sun began
to go down, the disciples were anxious that
Jesus should send everyone away because
there wasn't enough food to go round.
Instead, Jesus invited a young child with
two fish and five loaves of bread to come
forward, and somehow all five thousand
people were fed. We don't know how it
happened, so we call it a miracle. But | like
to think too that those who were selfishly
hanging on to their own food were humbled
by the generosity of that small child, and in
turn shared their bread so that no-one went
away hungry.

It's not for nothing that we refer to Jesus as
the living bread in whom all our hungers
are satisfied : spiritually yes, but rumbling
tummies too.

THE CHILDREN’S SOCIETY

The Children’s Society has its roots in the Church of England
when Edward Rudolf, a young Sunday school teacher went in
search of two of his pupils who had not attended and found
them begging in the street because their father had died
leaving their mother with seven children under the age of
eleven. His aim was to save them and others like them from the
workhouse.

Over many years the focus of the charity’s work has changed
as society has changed, but there is still a need to tackle child
poverty and neglect. The society helps families trapped in debt,
supports young carers and runaways and works to stop sexual
exploitation. It also produces reports based on experience, and
has campaigned for those leaving care to live independently
and unsupported at the age of eighteen, child refugees, and to
make runaways safe.

One of the better known fundraising activities is the Christingle
service. Christingle originated in the Moravian Church in1747
but was introduced to the Church of England Children’s Society
in Lincoln in 1968, celebrating fifty years last Christmas.
However, members of Newbold Church have been supporting
the charity for decades and this year the house boxes have
raised a total of £319.90. Perhaps you could consider joining
them and taking a box for your loose change? For more
information, please see me.
